Republic of the Congo, the Central African Republic, South Sudan, Uganda, Rwanda, Burundi, Tanzania,
Zambia and Angola. In addition, Cabot Corporation also complies with EU Conflict Minerals Regulation

(EU) 2017/821.

Cabot’s products are reinforcing carbons, specialty carbons, battery materials, engineered elastomer
composites, inkjet colorants, masterbatches and conductive compounds, fumed metal oxides, and

aerogel. None of these products contain conflict minerals.
